In early paintings, the Angel Gabriel is pictured extending to Mary a branch of pure white lilies, announcing 
that she is to be the mother of the Christ Child.  St. Joseph is depicted holding a lily-branch in his hand, indicating that his 
wife Mary was a virgin.  The legend is told that when the Virgin Mary’s tomb was visited 3 days after her burial, it was 
found empty save for bunches of majestic white lilies.
